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Needed: Paper cut into strips or rolled into strips or small baskets/egg boxes, reed, cut out baby Moses, colouring pencils. Or see how to make a paper basket on Youtube: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=OtOJOjE-YX0&t=42s

What to do: make a Moses basket or place some reeds on a cellotape and place around the egg boxes, colour in baby Moses and place him into the basket.
Message: Many babies use Moses baskets instead of cots when they are born, did you use one?


Queen Of Sheba
Needed: Beads, string or pipe cleaners, metallic paper, sticky gems, image template.
What to do: Make a beaded bracelet, or design a pair of gold earrings and jewellery and stick onto the image of Sheba, decorate with colours too.
Message: The Queen of Sheba from Ethiopia heard of all the wonders of King Solomon’s success and travelled to Jerusalem to see Solomon for herself. She wore beautiful beads and gold made from Ethiopia in Africa. (2 Chronicles Chapter 9 vs 1-12).







Pharaoh (king Tirhakah)
Needed: Pharaoh mask template, string, scissors, colouring pencils and Gold paper.
What to do: decorate the mask with Gold and cut it out into a mask
Message: Did the know the Pharaohs were kings in north and east Africa, Egypt and Sudan (Nubia)? Egypt’s ancient name is Kemet which means black land. The king Pharaohs had the oldest civilisation in the world with pyramids too. (Isaiah 37 vs 9-11).



Adam and Eve
Needed: Brown plasticine, silver glitter
What to do: Knead the plasticine, then knead/mix in the glitter, then mould two figures of a man and woman.
Message: Man was made from parts of the soil including particles of the star, the glitter represents elements of the stars within us. Did you know the oldest person found on the earth was from Africa with dark skin?
